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Intercultural Theology is the most promising con-
cept of doing theology today. The thesis of this lec-
ture is that – as the presupposition of an Intercul-
tural Theology – we need a Theology of Culture in 
order to understand culture at all as the symbolic 
articulation of meaning and of basic life orienta-
tions. 
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
