Gomme - Vere and Doyayo
Comparative Wordlists

The wordlists presented are the results from a survey of the Gomme and Vere languages in Nigeria and Cameroon which was part of the research within
the project "Grundlagenforschung in den Adamawasprachen: Fali sowie Sprachen der Duru- und der Leeko-Gruppe in Kamerun"; Instititut far
Ethnologie und Afrikastudien (IFEAS), Johannes Gutenberg-Universitit, Mainz- Germany. http://www.blogs.uni-mainz.de/fb07-adamawa/.

The Gomme languages are spoken in the southern part of the Alantika Mountains in Cameroon and Nigeria. There are two subdivisions (i) Gamnome
(or Gomnom) and (ii) Gemme (aka Panme, Kompana). Geamname lects are Beiya and Gindoo and Riitime. Our limited data on Gindoo indicate that
Gindoo and Beiya are but variants of one language. The major Gomme (Panme, Kompana) lects are Yegme, Dehnime, and Baanime.

The various lects of the Vere Language Group are presented in a separate document (http://www.blogs.uni-mainz.de/fb07-adamawa/files/2015/06/Vere-
group-100-.pdf). The tables are also meant to exhibit the structure of the Gamme - Vere branch of Samba-Duru. Thus key representatives of the Vere
languages are listed here as well. The tables illustrate the linguistic division of the Koma ethnic groups. The lects of the northern Koma peoples,
represented by the Gounem variety Yarom and Vomnom (Koma Vomni) clearly pattern with the languages of the Vere peoples. The languages of the
southern Koma the Gomname lects (Beiya, Gindoo, Riitime) and the Gomme lects of the Kompana form their own subgroup. Doyayo (=Dooyaaayo)
data conclude the tables, to also illustrate the distinct status of Doyayo within Samba Duru. Unlike the Gomme - Vere languages, Dooyaaayo has no
functioning noun class system. Many nouns do not have a morphologically marked plural form.
