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At Frankfurt airport there are two railway stations. Trains to Mainz Hbf leave, either at the old regional (local) station in the basement of Terminal 1, or at the new long-distance station at AirRail Terminal. There is direct access from Terminal 1 (Hall A, B, C) to the AirRail Terminal. From Terminal 2 (Hall D and E) AirRail is reached via Terminal 1 (using Sky Line) or directly by shuttle bus. There is a Deutsche Bahn ("DB") counter at the ground level of Terminal 1 and on top of the long-distance station, and a travel agency ("Reisebüro") at the arrival level of Hall B. 

From the regional station direct local trains (S-Bahn "S8" (DO NOT USE "S9") with final destination Wiesbaden, RE and SE trains indicating Mainz Hbf) need 20-25 minutes to Mainz. You have to buy in advance a Verkehrsverbund ticket (at "RMV" vending machines) for Euro 7.30 (the code number for Mainz is 65; do not take connections via Frankfurt Hbf). This ticket is also good for the bus within Mainz. There is no possibility to buy tickets inside such trains and not having a valid ticket carries a Euro 40.00 fine. An "RMV" vending machine is also located in the baggage claim area of Hall B.

From the long-distance station (track 6 and 7) non-stop trains (IC-/EC- and ICE-trains) take you to Mainz in 16 - 19 minutes. The regular fare is Euro 10.00 (IC/EC) and 15.00 Euro (ICE). Tickets can be bought at "DB" vending machines and counters, or in the trains at some additional charge (Bahncard is honored). 

Note, there is another international airport, Frankfurt-Hahn, which is situated in the Hunsrück some 70 km west of Mainz. Between Mainz Hbf and that airport there are several direct bus connections, the travel time is 70 min, the fare is 12.50 Euro; and the busses also stop at Mainz University, Friedrich-von-Pfeiffer-Weg.

by train:
Your destination is Mainz Hauptbahnhof (Hbf). Inquire train schedules at http://www.DB
by bus:

Leaving the Central Railway Station (Mainz Hbf) turn somewhat to the right and you will find the bus departure platform G. There are several bus lines (6, 6A, 54, 55, 58 and 68), which take you to the university bus stop “Friedrich von Pfeiffer Weg”. At this bus stop cross the bridge and you will reach the campus of the University. At the foot of the bridge you may find an extra large campus map which will lead the way to all facilities of the University. The "Kurzstreckenticket" for 1.55 Euro, which can be bought from the bus driver or from the vending machine. The regular ticket for 2.50 Euro is valid in the whole Mainz/Wiesbaden area. You can also buy a bundle of 5 single tickets for € 9,85. Alternatively there are all-day tickets (€ 5.90 for 1 and € 8.80 for 5 persons). (If you arrive with an RMV or RNN Verkehrsverbund ticket, no extra bus ticket is necessary). You have to walk across the university campus for about 5 minutes. 

by car:
Driving on the highway A60 (which goes around Mainz), take the exit Saarstraße. This exit is a kind of highway into Mainz. The first exit from it has signs "Universität", which are easy to follow. To the left of the gate where you enter the campus there is a visitor parking lot.

by taxi:
The fare from Mainz Hauptbahnhof is approximately Euro 9 - 10.
